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The Seventh Trumpet and the Mystery of God Fulfilled. 
 

 
 
 Revelation 10:7: in the days of the trumpet call to be sounded by the seventh angel, the 

mystery of God would be fulfilled (finished in KJV), just as he announced to his servants 
the prophets.  

 
The word mystery, here as elsewhere in the New Testament, does not 
mean a mystery in the sense of something spiritually mystical, but carries 
the idea of a truth of God being concealed or hidden that had not yet been 
communicated to man. In this context, the truth that had not yet been 
revealed refers to the destiny of the world and the setting up of Christs 
Kingdom.  
 
It is true that the future of God’s Kingdom had been progressively 
unfolding by the prophets, but now at the sound of the seventh trumpet 
the prophets unfolding of the Kingdom would be fulfilled. God’s plans and 
purposes for this world would be finished, and His Kingdom to be 
established would begin with the Lord Jesus Christ ruling and reigning as 
King of kings and Lord of lords, when the seventh angel begins to sound 
his trumpet  
 
During this period, the affairs of the world will be wound up, and the whole 
work of redemption completed, then all the mystery of Gods plan, 
purposes and Kingdom will be completely revealed. God’s divine purpose 
that has so long been concealed to the world will be manifested and made 
clear for all to see, for the Kingdom of the Messiah and of the faithful will 
be set up on the earth.  
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
